'And again Jesus spoke to them in parables,
saying, "The kingdom of heaven may be
compared to a king who gave a wedding
feast for his son, and sent his servants to
call those who were invited to the wedding
feast, but they would not come.

As my children figured out and as even the
original listener's knew (see their immediate
reaction in Matthew 22:15-16), Jesus was talking
about himself, as the Son of God (son of the
King). ALL THE GUESTS NEEDED TO WEAR ON
THE PROPER CLOTHING. We, as believers of
Christ, PUT ON the righteousness of Christ once
we accept Him as our Lord and Savior. This guest
in the banquet was there, but they were not
properly clothed. They had on their own clothes,
which they must have thought was 'good enough’
but it was not (see Matthew 22:13). The ONLY

acceptable garment in the King's banquet was to
PUT ON what the King provided- his Son. Or, as
my daughter responded in the teaching video,
"God's gift."

"What is God's gift?" | ask.
"John 3:16," she says.

"For God so loved the world, that he gave his
only Son, that whoever believes in him should not
perish but have eternal life. For God did not send
his Son into the world to condemn the world, but
in order that the world might be saved through
him. Whoever believes in him is not condemned,
but whoever does not believe is condemned
already, because he has not believed in the name
of the only Son of God. ' John 3:16-18

Also, | included Romans 6:23, focusing on her
word 'gift.’

The king provided all we need in His Son. We
have each been invited to respond to the free gift
of salvation through His Son, Jesus, which God
graciously provides. The requirement is to put on
the righteousness of Christ. It is not something
that we do like a moral list of actions and
behaviors but rather that we would first accept
Jesus's offer of salvation AND THEN allow God to
transform our life AS LORD of our life. Have you
done that in your life? Are you wearing on and
living in and through the righteousness of Christ?
Don't be trying to show up with your own clothes
on (as if the things you have done or who you are
will be enough). It won't work. Salvation and LIFE
is only possible through Christ alone. .... Read the
rest on my blog!
